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MOVE FOR NEXT SEASON AMID RAIN DEFICIT WORRIES

Govt sets higher goal for
kharif rice procurement

New Delhi, August 22

AMIDSTTHE FEAR of deficient
monsoon rains, the govern-
ment on Tuesday set a 5%
higher kharifrice procurement
target of 52.1 million tonne
(MT) for 2023-24 season
(October-September) com-
pared to49.5 MT purchased in
the current season.

Kharif procurement con-
tributes around 86% of the
total rice purchased from the
farmers by Food Corporation
of India and state agencies
under the Minimum Support
Price (MSP) operation.

Inthe 2022-23 season, FCI
has procured more than 56.96
MT of rice till the end of July.
Rice production in 2022-23
was estimated at a record
135.5 MT.

This year’s rice procure-
ment drive would be closely
monitored, given the antici-
pated decline in production in
2023-24 season (July-June)
because deficient monsoon
rainfall in many parts of east-
ern India and floods in the
many districts of Punjab, a
major producerof rice,impact-
ing the standing crops.
